On all entry formsand all forms of publicity relating to the event the words "Affiliated to and Approved by the British Crown ¢
Bowling Association", the maximum number of entries, the entry fee and the total prize money should be included and prt
accepting femad entries must clearly indicate that it is a mixed competition. The application must state the name of the Cl
venue where the contest is being held and such contests shall be deemed 'Open Contests'.
